With due call and notice thereof, the April 7, 2010 regular meeting of the Eden Valley City Council was held at 7:00 p.m. in the City Hall meeting room. Present were Mayor Blomker, Councilors Korman, Reetz, Thielen and Bethel. Clerk Haag, Deputy Clerk Anderson, Public Works Director Rademacher, Police Chief Junker and others. 
The agenda was reviewed. Councilor Korman requested adding the City Administrator position to the agenda. It was noted the Administrator position will be placed right after planning and zoning. Clerk Haag requested adding the March 31, 2010 special meeting to the consent agenda.  A motion to approve the agenda with two additions was made by Bethel seconded by Thielen and carried unanimously. 

The consent agenda was reviewed a motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Korman seconded by Bethel and carried. Thielen abstained. Items on the consent agenda were as follows: Approve minutes of March 3, 2010 Special Meeting, March 10, 2010 Regular council Meeting, Adopt Donation Resolution 2010-8, Approve Investment Transactions with MOrganStanley/Smith Barney.
Dave LaVergne Director of Clinics, with the PAHCS was present to give the financial report for 2009. LaVergne gave reports on staffing, clinics and services. The Council thanked Dave for coming and giving his presentation. 

License renewal for the Corner Bar was reviewed. A motion to approve a consumption and display permit for the Corner Bar from April 1, 2010 through March 31, 2011 was made by Bethel seconded by Thielen and carried unanimously. 
A motion was made by Korman to approve a 3.2 on-sale malt liquor license for the period of April 1, 2010 through August 31, 2010 to Eden Valley Hawks contingent on receiving certification of insurance. Motion seconded by Reetz and carried unanimously. 
A motion to approve a raffle permit for October 3, 2010 submitted by the Assumption Church was made by Thielen seconded by Korman and carried unanimously. 

Joint Water Board minutes were review and discussed. It was noted they will be looking into purchasing new software and laptop for the water treatment plant. A motion to accept the Joint Water Board minutes was made by Korman seconded Bethel and carried unanimously. 

Planning and Zoning minutes were reviewed by Zoning Administrator Anderson. After review a motion was made by Bethel to accept the planning and zoning minutes as presented. Motion seconded Reetz and carried unanimously. 

Councilor Korman stated it was brought to his attention that Councilor Cheryl Thielen has obtained Pamela Steckman as her personal attorney. Thielen stated she has obtained Steckman as her personal attorney for personal matters. Korman stated he feels this is a terrible conflict of interest noting Steckman is legal counsel for the City of Eden Valley regarding union negotiations. Thielen stated she will have to check with Steckamn’s office on the date Thielen hired her for legal services. Korman reported he was not aware of this and feels the City of Eden Valley should have been informed. It was noted the only reference Korman could recall was Thielen stating she has been talking to Steckman on her own dime.  Korman stated he would like to know how John Kolb feels on this issue and get his legal opinion. Blomker noted he would like to have a ruling from John Kolb and go from there. It was the consensus of the council to have John Kolb come to the next regular meeting. 
Mayor Blomker opened the Public Form. There were no comments or concerns. Blomker closed the public forum. 
The Clerk presented the bills

A motion to approve the bills was made by Bethel and seconded by Reetz and carried unanimously. 
Clerk Haag reported Lost & Found requested permission to install their temporary greenhouse area as in previous years and Council consensus was this request would be granted. It was reported the Sauk River Watershed will be holding a informational meeting in Eden Valley at the new fire hall on April 15, 2010 at 7pm. Audit was completed last week and went well. Haag noted the fund accounting was all on the computer now. Outdoor entertainment at local establishments was discussed. 
Public Works Director Rademacher reported on an application to close Stearns Ave E during the CS Sportsbar Auction. A motion was made by Korman seconded Reetz and carried unanimously to approve application. Rademacher also reported on new Federal and State mandates regarding street signs. A program needs to be established by 2012 and by 2015 all signs will need to meet the reflectivity requirements. Rademacher also reported on other general maintenance issues throughout the City as well. 
Chief Junker provided his monthly reports for February and March. Junker noted he would like to do a drug take back the same time as the Hazardous waste clean up. Spring clean-up notices will be sent out soon to residents. 
Next Council meeting date will be Board of Review on April 14, 2010 and the next regular meeting will be May 5, 2010.
With no further business a motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Reetz seconded by Bethel and carried unanimously.
