With due call and notice thereof, the March 10, 2009 regular meeting of the Eden Valley City Council was held at 7:00 p.m. in the City Hall meeting room. Present were Mayor Blomker, Councilors Korman, Reetz, Thielen and Bethel. Clerk Haag, Deputy Clerk Anderson, Public Works Director Rademacher, Police Chief Junker and others. 
Jan Sheets addressed the council and requested to be added to the agenda. A motion to approve the agenda with one addition was made by Bethel seconded by Korman and carried unanimously. Mayor Blomker noted Jan Sheets would be added to the beginning of the agenda.
The consent agenda was reviewed a motion to approve the consent agenda was made by Korman seconded by Bethel and carried. Thielen abstained. Thielen noted with her license and business she feels it’s in the best interests of the City and herself to abstain on any investment policies items. Items on the consent agenda were as follows: February 10, 2010 regular meeting minutes, Adopt Donation Resolution 2010-7, Approve amendment to the Investment Policy Section VI, Item 5 to include wording of amendment to policy “and its agents”
Jan Sheets requested an additional speed bump be placed on Hillside Drive. It was noted there are currently two speed bumps in the mobile home park, one on Hillside Drive and one located on Hyneman Avenue.  Junker noted he will monitor the issue throughout the spring and summer and issue tickets when needed. Mayor Blomker noted the council will address this issue again at a later date. 

Snow removal on city sidewalks was discussed. After review and discussion it was the consensus of the Council not to amend the current ordinance at this time and review the ordinance again next fall. 

City Administrator position was addressed by the council. Bethel noted she in not in favor of having an administrator at this time. Bethel stated she doesn’t feel the City is big enough at this time to have a City Administrator. Councilors Reetz and Korman agreed with Bethel. Blomker noted he is in limbo on this issue at this time. Thielen noted she would like to see the council make a pros and cons list on this topic. Thielen noted she feels a City Administrator would be a cost control and help with the city’s budget. Thielen stated she is looking at reorganizing staff we currently have. Mayor Blomker stated there will be further discussions on a City Administrator position and feels the idea has merit and will be addressed in the future. Bethel questioned performance evaluations and when they should be done.  
Councilor Reetz made a motion to approve the bingo and raffle application submitted by the Fire Relief Association for Valley Daze. Motion seconded by Bethel and carried unanimously. 

Wastewater Treatment Operational Award and Conference will be held on March 25, 2010. It was noted Public Works Director Rademacher will be receiving an award at this conference. It was noted the Mayor or a Council member typically attends the award ceremony with Rademacher to receive the award.  
Mayor Blomker opened the public forum. Mike Arens addressed the Council and stated the City of Eden Valley has a good bunch of people working for the City that do a good job. 
The Clerk presented the bills

A motion to approve the bills was made by Korman and seconded by Reetz and carried unanimously. 
Clerk Haag informed the council the Sauk River Watershed District is requesting holding a public information meeting to explain the plan and process of the petition to the City Council and the community. The council gave possible dates for the meeting; either March 23 or April 15. Haag will contact SRWD to schedule a meeting date and time and report back to the council. 

Public Works Director Rademacher reported on general maintenance issues throughout the city. Rademacher noted the I & I is really heavy at this time and is increasing daily. 

Chief Junker noted he will hand out monthly reports for February and March at the next regular meeting, due to his computer being in for repairs at this time. Chief Junker requested the council consider removing the winter parking restrictions. A motion was made by Korman to remove parking restrictions. Motion seconded by Reetz and carried unanimously.

Next council meeting date will be a special meeting March 4, 2010 at 7.00, Special Council meeting April 6 at 6:00, and April 7, 2010 will be the regular Council meeting. 
With no further business a motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Bethel seconded by Korman.
