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CHAPTER FOURTEEN

 TRAFFIC AND MOTOR VEHICLES

1401.000. AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE USE OF HIGHWAYS, STREETS AND ALLEYS WITHIN THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY, AND INCORPORATING PROVISIONS OF THE STATE HIGHWAY TRAFFIC REGULATIONS ACT BY REFERENCE.

(Prior Ordinance 16.1.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

1401.010. HIGHWAY TRAFFIC REGULATION ACT INCORPORATED BY REFERENCE.

The regulatory provisions of Minnesota Statutes Chapter 169 and amendatory laws, are hereby adopted as a traffic ordinance regulating the use of highways, streets and alleys within the City of Eden Valley and are hereby incorporated in and made a part of this ordinance as completely as if set out in full herein. (Prior Ordinance 16.101.)

1401.020. THROUGH STREETS.

The City Council may designate any street or avenue as a through street and any intersection as a stop intersection where necessary to preserve the free flow of traffic and to prevent accidents; and shall post appropriate signs at the entrance to such streets or intersections; but no trunk highway shall be designated as a through street and no intersection on a trunk highway shall be designated as a stop intersection unless the consent of the Commissioner of Highways to such designation is first secured.  Every driver of a vehicle shall come to a full stop before entering any through street or stop intersection properly designated and posted as such by the Commissioner of Highways or the City Council.                        (Prior Ordinance 16.102.)

1401.030. PENALTY.

Any violation of the statutes adopted by reference in 16.101 is a violation of this ordinance when it occurs within the City of Eden Valley.  Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a maximum fine of five hundred (500) dollars or imprisonment for ninety (90) days, or both.      (Prior Ordinance 16.103.)

1402.000.AN ORDINANCE FOR THE ESTABLISHING OF THROUGH STREETS AND PARKING REGULATIONS AND SPEED LIMITS AND MOTOR VEHICLE OPERATION REGULATIONS WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY.  (Prior Ordinance 16.2.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do Ordain:

1402.010. THROUGH STREETS.

State Street and Stearns Avenue within the City limits of the City of Eden Valley are hereby designated and established as through streets and it shall be unlawful for any person to drive his motor vehicle, vehicle or bicycle upon or into said through streets without first bringing said vehicle, motor vehicle or bicycle to a complete stop at the crosswalk entering into said streets.  Said through streets shall be marked and designated by a stop sign located at the corner of the intersection into said through street.      (Prior Ordinance 16.201.)

1402.020.  PARKING.

1402.020.  Subdivision 1.  

Double-Parking.  It shall be unlawful to double-park any vehicle, with the exception of Emergency Services vehicles, within city limits on any street.

1402.020.  Subdivision 2.

Truck Parking in Residential Areas.  No motor vehicle over fifteen thousand (15000) pounds gross capacity bearing a commercial license and no commercially licensed trailer shall be parked or stored in a residential area except when loading, unloading, rendering a service, or having obtained a Special Parking Permit, except for short-term on-street parking of two (2) hours or less and/or off-street parking of seventy-two (72) hours or less.  

1402.020.  Subdivision 3.

Special Parking Permit Procedure.  The person applying for a Special Parking Permit shall fill out and submit to the City Clerk a Special Parking Permit application form with an application fee of $150 per vehicle.  The City Council shall hold a public hearing on the application after publication and notification by mail have occurred.  Notification of the date, time and place of the hearing shall be published in the official newspaper of the city at least ten (10) days before the hearing, and in addition persons who own property situated wholly or partly within three hundred fifty (350) feet of the affected property shall receive similar, individual notifications by mail. If It approves the Special Parking Permit, the Council may impose conditions (including time limits) it considers necessary to protect the public health safety and welfare.  If approved, the Clerk shall issue the special parking permit upon payment of an additional $50 per vehicle.

1402.020.  Subdivision 4.

Recreational Vehicles.  Definitions.  Recreational Vehicle shall mean all boats; canoes, all terrain vehicles, snowmobiles; utility trailers used to transport boats, canoes, snowmobiles, and all terrain vehicles; travel campers; house trailers; slip in camper tops whether or not attached to a truck; and motor vehicles designed, constructed, or used to provide temporary movable living quarters.

1402.020.  Subdivision 5.

Recreational Vehicles.  Parking Prohibition.  To prevent traffic flow problems created by blockage or partial blockage of streets by the size of recreational vehicles, and to discourage the use of recreational vehicles as a primary dwelling, except in emergency situations, no recreational vehicle shall be parked on any city street in a residential district except to allow for the packing or unpacking of equipment, and for the boarding or exiting of passengers.  No recreational vehicle shall be allowed to remain on any public street for more than forty-eight (48) consecutive hours.

1402.020.  Subdivision 6.

Prohibited Winter Parking.  It shall be unlawful for any person or owner to abandon or cause to allow a vehicle to remain, stand or be parked upon any street within the City of Eden Valley between the hours of two-thirty o’clock a.m. and six o’clock a.m. from November 1 through April 1 of each year.

1402.0200.  Subdivision 7.

Prohibited Overnight Parking.  It shall be unlawful for any person or owner to abandon or cause to allow a vehicle to remain, stand or be parked overnight upon State Street, between Park Avenue and Stearns Avenue, within the City of Eden Valley.

1402.030. "U" TURNS.

It shall be unlawful for any person driving or operating a vehicle to make a "U" turn upon any street or avenue of the City of Eden Valley, except that such turns shall be permitted at all intersections unless a no “U” turn sign is posted.

1402.040. SPEED LIMITS.

The speed limit on all streets and avenues within the City of Eden Valley shall be thirty (30) miles per hour; except that it shall be unlawful for any person to drive any vehicle at a speed greater than twenty (20) miles per hour on Maple Street between Central Avenue and Stearns Avenue, on Brooks Street between Central Avenue and Stearns Avenue, on Central Avenue between Brooks Street and Maple Street, and on Stearns Avenue between Brooks Street and Maple Street.                     

(Prior Ordinance 16.204.)

1402.050.  MOTOR VEHICLE NOISE

1402.050.  Subdivision 1.

Definitions.  For the purposes of this section, the following phrases are defined as follows:


1.  ENGINE RETARDING BRAKE.  A Dynamic Brake, Jake Brake, Jacobs 
     Brake, C-brake, Paccar Brake, transmission brake, or other similar engine               
     retarding brake system which alters the normal compression of the engine 
     and subsequently releases that compression.


2.  ABNORMAL OR EXCESSIVE NOISE.



a.)  Distinct and loudly audible noise that unreasonably annoys, disturbs, 

      injures, or endangers the comfort and repose of any person or 


      precludes a person’s enjoyment of property or affects the property’s 

      value;



b.)  Noise in excess of that permitted by MN State Statutes 169.69, as it 

      may be amended from time to time, which requires every motor 

      vehicle to be equipped with a muffler in good working order; or



c.)  Noise in excess of that permitted by MN State Statutes 169.693 and 

      Minnesota Rules parts 7030.1000 through 7030.1050, as this statute 

      and these rules may be amended from time to time, which establish 

      motor vehicle noise standards.

1402.050.  Subdivision 2.

Prohibited Exhaust and Noise.  It shall be unlawful for any person to discharge the exhaust or permit the discharge of the exhaust from any motor vehicle except through a muffler that effectively prevents abnormal or excessive noise and complies with all applicable state laws and regulations.

1402.050.  Subdivision 3.

Prohibited Brake Noise and Exhaust.  It shall be unlawful for the operator of any truck to intentionally use an engine retarding brake on any public highway, street, parking lot, or alley within the city which causes abnormal or excessive noise from the engine because of an illegally modified or defective exhaust system, except in an emergency.

1402.050.  Subdivision 4.

Statutes Adopted By Reference.  MN Statutes 169.69 and 169.693 (motor vehicle noise limits) and Minnesota Rules parts 7030.1000 through 7030.1050, as these statutes and rules may be amended from time to time, are hereby adopted by reference.

1402.050.  Subdivision 5.

Signs To Be Posted.  Signs stating “ VEHICLE NOISE LAWS ENFORCED” May be installed at locations deemed appropriate by the City Council to advise motorists of the prohibitions contained in this section, except that no sign stating “VEHICLE NOISE LAWS ENFORCED” shall be installed on a state highway without a permit from the Minnesota Department of Transportation.  The provisions this section are in full force and effect even if no signs are installed.

1402.060. PENALTY.

Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be cited by the Police Department under Ordinance 1601.000, Administrative Offense Procedures, unless the City of Eden Valley in its discretion chooses not to initiate an Administrative Offense and may in the alternative bring criminal charges in the first instance as provided in 1601.010.  Any vehicles parked in violation of this ordinance shall be towed away at owner’s expense.

1403.000. AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO SNOWMOBILES, AND REGULATING THE OPERATION AND USE THEREOF.          (Prior Ordinance 16.3.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

1403.010. DEFINITIONS.

             (Prior Ordinance 16.301.)

1403.010. Subdivision 1.

"Snowmobile" means self-propelled vehicle designed for travel on snow, ice, or natural terrain steered by wheels, skis or runners.

1403.010. Subdivision 2.

"Owner" means a person, other than a lien holder, having the property in or title to, a snowmobile or entitled to use possession thereof.

1403.010. Subdivision 3.

"Operator" means every person who operates or is in actual physical control of a snowmobile while the vehicle is running or idling. 

1403.010. Subdivision 4.

"Operate" means to ride in or on and control the operation of a snowmobile.

1403.010. Subdivision 5.

"Roadway"  means that portion of a street, highway or road which is improved, designed or ordinarily used  for vehicular traffic and that portion of the right-of-way abutting thereto.

1403.020. SUPPLEMENT TO STATE LAWS.

It is the intent of this ordinance to supplement the laws of the State of Minnesota, Chapter 168 through 171, Minnesota Statutes, with the respect to the operation of certain motor vehicles commonly called snowmobiles.  This ordinance is not intended to allow what the State Statutes prohibit nor prohibit what the State Statutes expressly allow.  Where hand signals are applicable to the operation of a snowmobile it shall be given in all instances where operated on roads and highways.           (Prior Ordinance 16.302.)

1403.030. UNLAWFUL OPERATION.

It shall be unlawful for any person to operate a snowmobile under the following circumstances-on private property of another person without the express permission to do so by the owner or occupant of said property; on public school grounds, playgrounds without permission to do so from the proper authority; on public sidewalks; on the public skating rink during skating season; in a manner so as to create loud, unnecessary or unusual noise so as to disturb or interfere with the peace and quiet of other persons;  in a careless, reckless or negligent manner so as to endanger, or be likely to endanger the safety of any person or the property of any person.

             (Prior Ordinance 16.303.) (Amended 1/5/94)

1403.040. EQUIPMENT.

All snowmobiles operated within the City of Eden Valley shall have the following equipment:              

(Prior Ordinance 16.304.)

1403.040. Subdivision 1.

Mufflers which are properly attached and which reduce the noise of operation of the vehicle to the minimum noise necessary for operating the vehicle, and no person shall use a muffler cut out, bypass, or similar device on said vehicles.

1403.040. Subdivision 2.

Adequate breaks are required by Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 169.67. 

1403.040.  Subdivision 3.

A safety of so called "dead man" throttle in operating condition; a safety or dead man throttle is defined as a device which, when pressure is removed from the accelerator or throttle, causes the motor to be disengaged from the driving track.

1403.050. UNATTENDED SNOWMOBILES.

It shall be unlawful for the owner or operator to leave or allow a snowmobile to be or remain unattended on public property while the motor is running or with the keys to start same in the ignition.

             (Prior Ordinance 16.305.)

1403.060. RESTRICTIONS MAY BE IMPOSED.

The City Council may prohibit the operation of snowmobiles within the right-of-way of the public roads or streets of other City property within the City of Eden Valley when, in the opinion of the City Council, the public safety and welfare so requires.

             (Prior Ordinance 16.306.)

1403.070. ADOPTING MINNESOTA STATE STATUTES BY REFERENCE.

Chapter 84.87, Minnesota Statutes, and all the provisions thereof, one (1) copy of which is on file in the office of the Clerk, is hereby adopted by reference and made part of this ordinance as fully and completely as though set forth in full herein.

             (Prior Ordinance 16.307.)

1403.070.  HOURS OF OPERATION.

No person shall operate a snowmobile except during daylight hours, unless the vehicle has the necessary and proper equipment to be operated at night and in no event shall be operated after 10:30 p.m. nor before 7:00 a.m., except when entering or leaving the City.

             (Prior Ordinance 16.308.)

1403.070. OPERATORS.

All persons operating a snowmobile within the City of Eden Valley shall have a State Snowmobile Safety Certificate, or be a qualified operator in accordance with the Minnesota State Snowmobile Regulations.

             (Prior Ordinance 16.309.)

1403.100. TOWED DEVICES.

All devices towed behind a snowmobile shall have a rigid tow bar.  No ropes, chains, or similar devices will be permitted.                                (Prior Ordinance 16.310.)

1403.110. SPEED LIMIT.

In no event shall a snowmobile be operated at a speed in excess of fifteen (15) miles per hour within the City.  Racing within the City shall be prohibited at all times.   (Prior Ordinance 16.311.)
1403.120. PENALTY.

Any violation of the statutes adopted by reference in 16.307 is a violation of this ordinance when it occurs within the City of Eden Valley.  Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a maximum fine of five hundred (500) dollars or imprisonment for ninety (90) days, or both.

1404.000. 
AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE USE AND OPERATION OF

 ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES WITHIN THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY. 
The City Council of the City of Eden Valley does ordain;

1404.010. DEFINITIONS.

"All-terrain vehicle" means "a motorized flotation-tired vehicle of not less than three (3) low pressure tires, but not more than six (6) tires, that is limited in engine displacement of less than 800 cubic centimeters and total dry weight of less than 800 pounds."

1404.020. STATE LAWS INCORPORATED.

All provisions of MSA S.S. 169 and S.S. 84.922 through 84.929, being the Chapter regulating the use of motor vehicles and all provisions of the City Code regulating vehicular traffic, shall apply to the operation of All Terrain Vehicles, hereinafter referred to as ATV's upon the streets of the City of Eden Valley, except for those relating to required equipment, those which by their nature have no application, and except those which may be amended or altered by rules and regulations by the Council.

1404.030. OPERATION GENERALLY.

1404.030. Subdivision 1.

Operation on Roadways, Public Lands and Public Waterways.  All Terrain Vehicles may be operated on roadways, public lands and public waterways only as herein specified.  It is unlawful to operate an ATV upon roadways, public lands or public waterways as follows:              

(A) At a speed in excess of fifteen (15) miles per hour.

(B) Other than single file on a roadway.

(C) Carelessly or Recklessly.

1404.030. Subdivision 2.

Private Property.  It is unlawful to operate an ATV on private property without the permission or consent of the owner or occupant.

1404.030. Subdivision 3.

Minimum Age of Operator.  It is unlawful for any person under sixteen (16) years of age to operate an ATV on any public street, public land or public waterways in the City of Eden Valley unless he has in his immediate possession a valid driver's license.

1404.030. Subdivision 4.

Sidewalks and Boulevards.  It is unlawful to operate an ATV on a sidewalk or boulevard, except that an operator may cross a sidewalk, boulevard or other right-of way to obtain access to a street or alley if such crossing is made at an angle of approximately 90 degrees to the direction of the sidewalk, boulevard or right-of-way, and provided further, that such driver yields the right-of-way to all pedestrian or vehicular traffic which constitutes an immediate hazard.

1404.030. Subdivision 5.

Hours of Operation.  It is unlawful to operate an ATV within the city limits of the City of Eden Valley between the hours of 10:30 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. except when entering or leaving the City.

1404.030. Subdivision 6.

Equipment:  It is unlawful to operate an ATV unless it is equipped with the following:             

(A) At least one headlight and one tail light, each of

minimum candle powers prescribed by rules of the Commissioner of Conservation.             

(B) Headlights and tail lights lighted at all times.
1404.030.  Subdivision 7.  
Helmet Required.  A person less than 18 years of age shall not operate an ATV on public land unless wearing a safety helmet approved by the commissioner of public safety.

1404.030. Subdivision 8.

Prohibitions on Owner.  It is unlawful for the owner of an ATV to permit it to be operated contrary to this section.

1404.030. Subdivision 9.

Operation Prohibited.  Operation of ATV's is prohibited on certain roads:             

(A) State Street between Central Avenue and Stearns Avenue.       

(B)     All ditches within city limits.

(C)     All other public ways where operation is prohibited by
 

          another Public entities Laws or regulations.

1404.040. PENALTY.

The City of Eden Valley has the right to revoke riding privileges of any individual on an ATV within the city limits, as needed, by discretion of the Chief of Police, based on number of complaints received, and/or violations.  Any violation of the statutes adopted by reference in 1404.020 is a violation of this ordinance when it occurs within the City of Eden Valley.  Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a maximum fine of seven hundred (700) dollars or imprisonment for ninety (90) days, or both. Passed as amended by the City Council this 2nd day of August, 2000.  Ordinance as amended becomes effective upon date of publication.

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE USE AND OPERATION OF 
SELF-PROPELLED WHEELED DEVICES WITHIN THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY 
The City Council of the City of Eden Valley does ordain:

1405.010. DEFINITION.

Self-Propelled Wheeled Devices:  The term "self-propelled device" shall mean a non-motorized platform, foot board, ski-like device, shoe, boot, or similar object mounted on wheels and designed or intended to propel a rider by human power or force of gravity including, but not limited to, skateboards, rollerskis, rollerskates, rollerblades and bicycles.  These devices do not include a wheelchair operated by a disabled person, wagons or strollers.

1405.020.
OPERATION OF SELF-PROPELLED WHEELED DEVICES IN 
DESIGNATED AREAS IN THE CITY.

No self-propelled device shall be used or operated on, in, over, or across any public parking lot, public street, public sidewalk, or other publicly owned or controlled property in the following designated areas of the city: (A) State Street from Stearns Avenue to Railroad Avenue.

1405.030. PENALTY.

Any person, Firm or Corporation violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a Petty Misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not more than $200.00.

1405.040. IMPOUNDMENT.

Any police officer who observes any violation of this Section is authorized to impound the self-propelled wheeled device and to hold the same at the police department.  The self-propelled wheeled device shall immediately be released to the parent or legal guardian of an operator under the age of eighteen (18) years, and shall be released to any operator eighteen (18) years or older following the expiration of a 24-hour impoundment period.

1405.050. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication according to law.

14050.60. REPEAL.

All ordinances or sections of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed, and in the event any provision of this ordinance is declared unconstitutional or held invalid it shall not affect the remaining section of the ordinances.
