201.000.  AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING RULES FOR THE ORGANIZATION AND PROCEDURE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF EDEN VALLEY, MINNESOTA.

201.010.  MEETINGS.

   (Prior Ordinance 2.01.)

201.011.  REGULAR MEETINGS.  

Regular meetings of the City Council shall be held on the first Wednesday of each calendar month at 7:30 p.m.  Any regular meeting falling upon a holiday shall be held on the next following business day at the same time and place.  All meetings, including special and adjourned meetings, shall be held in the City Hall.   (Prior Ordinance 2.011.)

201.012.  SPECIAL MEETINGS.  

The Mayor or any two members of the Council may call a special meeting of the Council.  Except in an emergency, there shall be at least 24 hours notice to each member of the Council.  This notice shall be delivered personally to each member or shall be left at his usual place of residence with some responsible person.  Similar notice shall be given to the Eden Valley newspaper and radio station KLFD, Litchfield, and posted at the City Hall.

201.013  INITIAL MEETING. 

At the first regular Council meeting of January of each year the Council shall: 

1.  Designate the depositories of City funds.

2.  Designate the official newspaper.

3.  Choose an Acting Mayor from the Councilmembers who shall perform the duties of Mayor during the disability or absence of the Mayor from the City or, in case of a vacancy in the office of Mayor, until a successor has been appointed and qualifies.

4.  Appoint such officers and employees and such members of boards, commissions and committees as may be necessary.

201.020.  PRESIDING OFFICER.

               (Prior Ordinance 2.02.)

201.021.  WHO PRESIDES.

The Mayor shall preside at all meetings of the Council.  In the absence of the Mayor, the Acting Mayor shall preside.  In the absence of both, the Clerk shall call the meeting to order and shall preside until the Councilmembers present at the meeting choose one of their number to act temporarily as presiding officer.

201.022.  PROCEDURE.  

The presiding officer shall preserve order, enforce the rules of procedure herein prescribed, and determine without debate, subject to the final decision of the Council on appeal, all questions of procedure and order.  Except as otherwise provided by statute or by these rules, the proceedings of the Council shall be conducted in accordance with Robert's Rules of Order, Revised.    (Prior Ordinance 2.022.)

201.023.  APPEAL. 

Any member may appeal to the Council from a ruling of the presiding officer. If the appeal is seconded, the member may speak once solely on the question involved and the presiding officer may explain his ruling, but no other Councilmember shall participate in the discussion.  The appeal shall be sustained if it is approved by a majority of the members present.    (Prior Ordinance 2.023.)

201.024.  RIGHTS OF THE PRESIDING OFFICER.  

The presiding officer may make motions, second motions or speak on any question except that on demand of any Councilmember, he shall vacate the chair and designate a Councilmember to preside temporarily.    (Prior Ordinance 2.024.)

201.031.  WHO KEEPS.  

Minutes of each Council meeting shall be kept by the Clerk or, in his absence, by the Deputy Clerk.  In the absence of both, the presiding officer shall appoint a Secretary Pro Tem.  Ordinances, resolutions and claims need not be recorded in full in the minutes if they appear in other permanent records of the Clerk and can be accurately identified from the description given in the minutes.

201.032.  APPROVALS.  

The minutes of each meeting shall be reduced to typewritten form and shall be signed by the Clerk as soon as practicable after the meeting.  At the next regular Council meeting, approval of the minutes shall be considered by the Council.  The minutes need not be read aloud, but the presiding officer shall call for any additions or corrections.  If there is no objection to a proposed addition or correction, it may be made without a vote of the Council.  If there is an objection, the Council shall vote upon the addition or correction.  If there are no additions or corrections, the minutes shall stand approved.

201.041.  ORDER ESTABLISHED. 

Each meeting of the Council shall convene at the time and place appointed therefore.  Council business shall be conducted in the following order: 

1.  Call to order. 

2.  Roll call. 

3.  Approval of minutes. 

4.  Petitions, requests and communications. 

5.  Reports of officers, boards and commissions. 

6.  Unfinished business. 

7.  New business.     

8.  Miscellaneous.     

9.  Adjournment.

201.042.  VARYING ORDER.  

The order of business may be varied by the presiding officer; but all public hearings shall be held at the specified time given in the notice of hearing.  (Prior Ordinance 2.042.) 

201.050.  QUORUM AND VOTING.             

(Prior Ordinance 2.05.) 

201.051.  QUORUM. 

At all Council meetings a majority of all the Councilmembers elected shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business, but a smaller number may adjourn from time to time. (Prior Ordinance 2.051.) 

201.052.  VOTING. 

The votes of the members on any question may be taken in any manner, which signifies the intention of the individual members, and the votes of the members on any action taken shall be recorded in the minutes.  The vote of each member shall be recorded on each appropriation of money, except for payments of judgments, claims and amounts fixed by statute.  If any member is present but does not vote, the minutes, as to his name, shall be marked "present, not voting".

201.053.  VOTES REQUIRED. 

A majority vote of all members of the Council shall be necessary for approval of any ordinance unless a larger number is required by statute.  Except as otherwise provided by statute, a majority vote of a quorum shall prevail in all other cases. (Prior Ordinance 2.503.)

ORDINANCES, RESOLUTIONS, MOTIONS, PETITIONS, COMMUNICATIONS.  (Prior Ordinance 2.06.) 

201.061.  READINGS. 

Every ordinance and resolution shall be presented in writing.  Every ordinance shall receive two readings before the Council prior to final adoption, but shall not be read twice at the same meeting unless the rules are suspended for that purpose.  An ordinance or resolution need not be read in full unless a member of the Council requests such a reading.     (Prior Ordinance 2.061.) 

201.062.  SIGNING AND PUBLICATION PROOF. 

Every ordinance and resolution passed by the Council shall be signed by the Mayor, attested by the Clerk, and filed by him in the ordinance or resolution book.  Proof of publication of every ordinance shall be attached and filed with the ordinance. (Prior Ordinance 2.062.) 

201.063.  REPEALS AND AMENDMENTS. 

Every ordinance or resolution repealing a previous ordinance or resolution or a section or subdivision thereof shall give the number, if any, and the title of the ordinance, or code number of the ordinance or resolution, and date passed to be repealed in whole or in part.  Each ordinance or resolution amending an existing ordinance or resolution or part thereof shall set forth in full each amended section or subdivision as it will read with the amendment.

201.064.  MOTIONS, PETITIONS, COMMUNICATIONS. 

Every motion shall be stated in full before it is submitted to a vote by the presiding officer and shall be recorded in the minutes.  Every petition of other communication addressed to the Council shall be in writing and shall be read in full upon presentation to the Council unless the Council dispenses with the reading.  Each petition or other communication shall be recorded in the minutes by title and filed with the minutes in the office of the Clerk.   (Prior Ordinance 2.064.) 

201.070.  COMMITTEES.

201.071.  COMMITTEES DESIGNATED. 

The Council may create such committees, standing or special, as it deems necessary.  Committees shall consist of as many members, and perform such duties as the Council may require.

201.072.  REFERRAL AND REPORTS. 

Any matter brought before the Council for consideration may be referred by the presiding officer to the appropriate committee or to a special committee appointed by him for a written report and recommendations before it is considered by the Council as a whole.  Each committee report shall be signed by a majority of the members and shall be filed with the Clerk prior to the Council meeting at which it is to be submitted.  Minority reports may be submitted.  Each committee shall act promptly and faithfully on any matter referred to it.   (Prior Ordinance 2.072.) 

201.080.  SUSPENSION OR AMENDMENT OF RULES. 

These rules may be suspended only by a two-thirds vote of the members present and voting.       (Prior Ordinance 2.08.) 

202.000.  AN ORDINANCE FIXING THE DATE OF THE REGULAR CITY ELECTION, CHANGING THE TERM OF CERTAIN COUNCILMEMBERS WHERE NECESSARY, AND PROVIDING FOR THE YEAR WHEN CERTAIN COUNCILMEMBERS ARE TO BE ELECTED.

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain: 

202.010.  ELECTION DATE. 

The regular election shall be held on the first Tuesday after the first Monday in November in every even numbered year beginning with the 1974 election.   (Prior Ordinance 6.01.) 

202.020.  CHANGE OF TERMS OF COUNCILMEMBERS. 

The term of the Mayor whose current term expires on the first business day of January 1976, shall be changed to expire on the first business day of January, 1975.  The office of Mayor shall be filled at the 1974 City election.  The term of the Councilmember whose term expires on the first business day of January, 1976, shall be extended to the first business day of January, 1977, and his office shall be filled at the 1976 City election.    (Prior Ordinance 6.02.) 

202.030.  TERMS AND TRANSITION. 

At each biennial City election commencing in 1974, the Mayor shall be elected for a two-year term and two Councilmembers shall be elected for four-year terms.   (Prior Ordinance 6.03.)

ORDINANCE NO. 202.040
AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR SPECIAL ELECTIONS TO FILL CERTAIN VACANCIES IN ELECTED OFFICES AT TIMES OTHER THAN THE REGULAR CITY GENERAL ELECTION 

THE CITY COUNCIL OF EDEN VALLEY ORDAINS:

SECTION 1. DEFINITIONS 

For the purposes of this ordinance, the following terms shall have the following meanings:


City. The City of Eden Valley, Counties of Meeker and Stearns, State of Minnesota.

General Election. A “general election” is an election held at regular intervals 
on a day determined by law or charter at which the voters of the state or any of its subdivisions choose by ballot public officials or presidential electors.

Special Election. A “special election” is an election held at any time to fill vacancies in public offices, or an election held by a subdivision of the state for a special purpose. 

Vacancy. A vacancy occurs for the reasons stated in Minnesota Statute Section 351.02 or other state law.

SECTION 2. RESOLUTION DECLARING VACANCY

The City Council is responsible for determining if a vacancy exists, and shall adopt a resolution declaring a vacancy when one exists.

SECTION 3. APPOINTMENT TO VACANCY

Pursuant to Minnesota Statute § 412.02, subd. 2a, a person shall be appointed to fill the vacancy on an interim basis until a successor is elected and qualified to take office. Appointments are made by a vote of the Council. In the event of a tie vote, the Mayor shall make the appointment.

SECTION 4. SPECIAL ELECTION TIMING 

 A.
A special election shall be called to fill all vacancies, unless there are fewer than 180 days remaining in the unexpired term, in which case the Council shall appoint a successor to fill the remaining unexpired term.

B.
If a vacancy is declared with more than 70 days remaining before the next general election, a special election may be held at the same time as the next general election, or before the next general election, as determined by the City Council in the resolution declaring the vacancy, provided that the special election must be held no later than 180 days after the date of the resolution declaring the vacancy.
C.
If a vacancy is declared with less than 70 days until the next general election, then a special election to fill the vacancy shall be held after the general election, but no later than 180 days after the date of the resolution declaring the vacancy. 
SECTION 5. SEVERABILITY 

If any provision of this ordinance is found to be invalid for any reason by a court of competent jurisdiction, the validity of the remaining provisions shall not be affected.

SECTION 6. EFFECTIVE DATE 

This ordinance becomes effective upon passage and publication.

AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE COMBINATION OF THE OFFICES OF CITY CLERK AND CITY TREASURER AND PROVIDING FOR ANNUAL CITY AUDITS.

203.010.  COMBINE OFFICES. 

Pursuant to the authority granted by laws 1961, Chapter 230, the offices of Clerk and Treasurer in the City of Eden Valley, Minnesota are hereby combined in the office of Clerk/Treasurer.

203.020.  AUDITS. 

Beginning with the year 1967 and each year thereafter, there shall be an audit of the City's financial affairs by the Public Examiner of a Public Accountant in accordance with minimum auditing procedures prescribed by the Public Examiner.     (Prior Ordinance 7.102.)
