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CHAPTER THREE

CITY DEPARTMENTS AND EMPLOYEES

301.000  AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A POLICE DEPARTMENT AND DESCRIBING ITS POWERS AND DUTIES. 

        (Prior Ordinance 3.1.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

301.010.  ESTABLISHMENT.

A Police Department is hereby continued.  The head of the department shall be known as the Chief of Police and the number of additional members of the department, together with their ranks and titles, shall be determined by the Council by resolution.  The compensation to be paid members of the Police Department shall be fixed by the Council.  Members of the department shall be appointed by the Council.  

        (Prior Ordinance 3.101.)

301.020.  CHIEF OF POLICE.

The Chief of Police shall have supervision and control of the Police Department and its members.  He shall be responsible to the Council for law enforcement and for property of the City used by the department.  He shall be responsible for the proper training and discipline of the members of the department.  He shall be responsible for the keeping of adequate records and he shall report to the Council on the needs of the department and its work.  Every member of the department subordinate to the Chief shall obey the instructions of the Chief and any superior officer.  The Council shall designate one of the police officers as Acting Chief, who shall have all the powers and duties of the Chief during his absence or disability.  

      (Prior Ordinance 3.102.)

301.030.  DUTIES OF POLICE. 

Members of the Police Department shall enforce the ordinances and laws applicable to the City, bring violators before the county court, and make complaints for offenses coming to their knowledge.  Members of the Police Department shall serve processes on behalf of the City and shall serve such notices as may be required by the Council or other authority.  When the City is not a party to the proceedings involved in the process or notice, the officer shall collect the same fees as provided by law for town constables.  All such fees shall be paid into the City treasury.     (Prior Ordinance 3.103.)

301.040.  UNIFORM AND BADGE.

Each member of the department shall, while on duty, wear a suitable badge and uniform furnished by the City, except that the Chief may authorize the performance of specific duties while not in uniform.  When a member terminates his membership in the department, he shall immediately deliver to the City his badge and all other property of the City in his possession.    (Prior Ordinance 3.104.)

301.050.  EXTRA POLICE.

In case of riot or other law enforcement emergency, the Council may appoint for a specified time as many special policemen as may be necessary for the maintenance of law and order.  During such term of appointment, the special policemen shall have only those powers and perform only those duties as shall be specifically assigned by the Chief of Police.      (Prior Ordinance 3.105.)

302.000.  AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR CIVIL DEFENSE AND FOR PROTECTION AND PROMOTION OF PUBLIC SAFETY, HEALTH AND WELFARE IN THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY DURING CIVIL DEFENSE EMERGENCIES.

             (Prior Ordinance 3.2.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

302.010.  POLICY AND PURPOSE.             

          (Prior Ordinance 3.201.)

302.010.  Subdivision 1.

Because of the existing and increasing possibility of the occurrence of disasters of unprecedented size and destructiveness resulting from enemy attack, sabotage or other hostile action, and in order to insure that preparations of this City will be adequate to deal with such disasters and generally to provide for the common defense and to protect the public peace of this City, it is hereby found and declared to be necessary:

1. To establish a local civil defense agency.

2. To provide for the exercise of necessary powers during civil 

        defense emergencies.    

3. To provide for the rendering of mutual aid between this City                                   

and other political subdivisions of this state and of other states with respect to carrying out the civil defense functions.

302.010  Subdivision 2.  

It is further declared to be the purpose of this ordinance and the policy of the City that all civil defense functions of this City be coordinated to the maximum extent practicable with the comparable functions of the federal government, of this state, and of other states and localities, and of private agencies of every type.

302.020.  DEFINITIONS.

             (Prior Ordinance 3.202.)

302.020.  Subdivision 1.

"Civil defense" means the preparation for and the carrying out of all emergency functions, as assigned or defined by the federal government, other than functions for which military forces are primarily responsible, to prevent, minimize and repair injury and damage resulting from disasters caused by enemy attack, sabotage or other hostile action.  

302.020.  Subdivision 2.  

"Civil defense emergency" means an emergency declared by the Governor under the Minnesota Civil Defense Act of 1951, laws 1951, Chapter 694, Section 301. 

302.020.   Subdivision 3. 

"Civil defense forces" means any personnel employed by the City and any other volunteer or paid member of the local civil defense agency engaged in carrying on civil defense functions in accordance with the provisions of this ordinance or any rule or order thereunder. 

302.030.  ESTABLISHMENT OF CIVIL DEFENSE AGENCY.             

(Prior Ordinance 3.203.)

302.030.    Subdivision 1.

There is hereby created within the City government a civil defense agency which shall be under the supervision and control of a director of civil defense hereinafter called the Director.  The Director shall be appointed by the Mayor for an indefinite term and may be removed by him at any time.  He shall serve without salary, but shall be paid his necessary expenses.  The Director shall have direct responsibility for the organization, administration and operation of the civil defense agency, subject to the direction and control of the Mayor.  

302.030.    Subdivision 2.

There is hereby created within the civil defense agency a civil defense advisory committee, hereinafter called the Committee.  Members of the Committee shall be appointed by the Mayor to represent City departments and other groups concerned with civil defense.  The Mayor shall be Chairman and the Director shall be Secretary of the Committee.  The Committee shall advise the Director and the City Council on all matters pertaining to civil defense.  Each member shall serve without compensation and shall hold office at the pleasure of the Mayor.

302.040.  POWERS AND DUTIES OF THE DIRECTOR.             

(Prior Ordinance 3.204.)

302.040.   Subdivision 1.

The Director, with the consent of the Mayor, shall represent the City on any regional or state organizations for civil defense.  He shall develop mutual aid agreements with other political subdivisions within or outside the state for reciprocal civil defense aid and assistance in the civil defense emergency too great to be dealt with unassisted and he shall present such agreements to the Council for its action, consistent with the State Civil Defense Plan.

302.040.   Subdivision 2.

The Director shall make such studies and surveys of the manpower, industries, resources and facilities of the City as he deems necessary to determine their adequacy for civil defense and to plan for their most efficient use in time of a civil defense emergency.

302.040.    Subdivision 3.

The Director shall prepare a comprehensive general plan for the civil defense of the City and shall present such plan to the Council for its approval.  When the Council has approved the plan be resolution, it shall be the duty of all municipal agencies and all civil defense forces of the City to perform the duties and functions assigned by the plan as approved.  The plan may be modified in like manner from time to time and shall be integrated with the federal and state plans. 

302.050.   GENERAL PROVISIONS ON CIVIL DEFENSE WORKERS. 

(Prior Ordinance 3.205.)

302.050.  Subdivision 1.

No person shall be employed or associated in any capacity in the civil defense agency who advocates or has advocated a change by force of violence in the constitutional form of government of the United States or in this state.  Each person who is appointed to serve in the civil defense agency shall, before entering upon his duties, take an oath in writing as prescribed by the Minnesota Civil Defense Act of 1951, Section 403.

302.050.   Subdivision 2.

Civil defense volunteers shall be called into serve only in case of a civil defense emergency for which the regular municipal forces are inadequate of for necessary training and preparation for such emergencies.  All volunteers shall serve without compensation. 

302.050.     Subdivision 3.

Each civil defense volunteer shall be provided with such suitable insignia or other identification as may be required by the Director and in a form and style approved by the federal government.

302.050.   Subdivision 4.

No civil defense volunteer shall carry any firearm while on duty except on written order of the Chief of the Police Department.

302.050.   Subdivision 5.

Personnel procedures of the City applicable to regular employees shall not apply to volunteer civil defense workers but shall apply to paid employees of the civil defense agency.

302.060.  EMERGENCY REGULATIONS.

(Prior Ordinance 3.206.)

302.060.Subdivision 1.

Whenever necessary to meet a civil defense emergency or to prepare for such emergency for which adequate regulations have not been adopted by the Governor or the City Council, the Mayor may by proclamation promulgate regulations, consistent against air raids; the conduct of persons and the use of property during alarms; the repair, maintenance and safeguarding of essential public services; emergency health, fire and safety regulations; trial drills of practice periods required for preliminary training; and all other matters which are required to protect public safety, health and welfare in civil defense emergencies.  No regulations governing observation of enemy air craft, air attack, alarms, of illumination during air attacks shall be adopted or take effect unless approved by the State Director of Civil Defense.

302.060.   Subdivision 2.

Every proclamation of emergency regulations shall be in writing and signed by the Mayor, shall be dated, shall refer to the particular civil defense emergency to which it pertains, if so limited and shall be filed in the office of the City Clerk, where a copy shall be kept posted and available for public inspection during business hours.  Notice of the existence of such regulation and its availability for inspection at the Clerk's office shall be conspicuously posted in the front of the City Hall or other headquarters of the City and at such places in the affected area as the Mayor shall designate in the proclamation.  Thereupon, the regulation shall take effect immediately or at such later time as may be specified in the proclamation.  By like proclamation, the Mayor may modify or rescind any such regulations.

302.060.  Subdivision 3.

The City Council may rescind any such regulation by resolution at any time.  If not sooner rescinded, every such regulation shall expire at the end of thirty (30) days after its effective day or at the end of the civil defense emergency to which it relates, whichever comes first.  Any ordinance, rule or regulation inconsistent with an emergency regulation promulgated by the Mayor shall be suspended during the period of time and to the extent that such conflict exists.

302.070.  CIVIL DEFENSE AGENCY PROCEDURE.

(Prior Ordinance 3.207.)

302.070.  Subdivision 1.

There is hereby established in the City treasury a special fund to be known as the civil defense fund.  Into this fund shall be placed the proceeds of taxes levied for civil defense, money transferred from other funds, gifts and other revenues of the civil defense agency.  From it shall be made expenditures for the operation and maintenance of the civil defense agency and other expenditures for civil defense.  Regular accounting, disbursements, purchasing or budgeting and other financial procedures of the City shall apply to the civil defense fund insofar as practicable. 

302.070.  Subdivision 2.

The Director shall, as soon as possible after the end of each fiscal year, prepare and present to the City Council for the information of the Council and the public, a comprehensive report of the activities of the civil defense agency during the year.

302.080. CONFORMITY AND COOPERATION WITH FEDERAL AND STATE AUTHORITY.

Every officer and agency of the City shall cooperate with federal and state authorities and with authorized agencies engaged in civil defense and emergency measures to the fullest possible extent consistent with the performance of their other duties.           

(Prior Ordinance 3.208.)

302.090. CIVIL DEFENSE - A GOVERNMENT FUNCTION.

All functions hereunder and all other activities relating to civil defense are hereby declared to be governmental functions.

(Prior Ordinance 3.209.)

302.100.  PROHIBITED ILLUMINATION A NUISANCE.

All illumination within the City contrary to the provisions of this or any other ordinance pertaining to civil defense or of any regulation adopted hereunder or of any federal or state law, regulation or order shall be deemed a public nuisance.  Any regular (or auxiliary) policeman (or air raid warden) may abate such nuisance summarily or may take any other action necessary to enforce such provisions, including entry on private property and the use of whatever reasonable force is necessary.   (Prior Ordinance 3.210.)

302.110.  PARTICIPATION IN LABOR DISPUTES OR POLITICS.

The civil defense agency shall not participate in any form of political activity, nor shall it be employed in a legitimate labor dispute.
(Prior Ordinance 3.211.)

302.120.  PENALTY.

Any person who violates any provision of this ordinance or of any regulation adopted thereunder relating to acts, omission, or conduct other than official acts of City employees shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction shall be punished by a fine of not more than $300 or by imprisonment for not more than 90 days, or both.         

(Prior Ordinance 3.212.)

302.130.  EFFECTIVE DATE.

This ordinance shall take effect and be in force from and after passage and publication.  Passed February 6, 1973.   

(Prior Ordinance 3.213.)

303.000.  AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A CITY BOARD OF HEALTH AND DESCRIBING ITS DUTIES AND POWERS.   (Prior Ordinance 13.1.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

303.010.  BOARD OF HEALTH.  

A City Board of Health is hereby continued.  The Board shall consist of three (3) members who shall be appointed by the City Council at the first meeting of the year for a term of one year.  At least one member shall be a physician who shall be designated as Health Officer and shall serve as executive officer of the Board.  A vacancy during the term of any member shall be filled by Council appointment for the remainder of the term.  (Prior Ordinance 13.101.)

303.020.  POWERS, DUTIES.

The Board of Health shall have such powers and duties as prescribed by state law, and such powers and duties as the City Council may prescribe in this or any other ordinance of the City.  The City Council shall not prescribe any powers or duties that are in conflict with state law.  (Prior Ordinance 13.102.)

303.030.  REMOVAL FROM BOARD.

Members shall continue to serve during good behavior, however, they may be removed by the City Council for cause after a public hearing.       

(Prior Ordinance 13.103.)
