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          CHAPTER NINE

NUISANCES AND OFFENSES
901.000.  AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE DISCHARGE OF FIREARMS WITHIN THE CITY LIMITS OF THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY

(Prior Ordinance 3.3.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

901.010.  UNLAWFUL TO AIM OR DISCHARGE FIREARMS.

It shall be unlawful for any person to aim any gun, pistol, revolver or other firearm, whether it is loaded or not, at or toward any human being, or to willfully discharge any firearm, air gun, BB gun or any other weapon or throw any deadly weapon in any public place where there is any person to be endangered, although no injury results.

(Prior Ordinance 3.301.)

901.020. PERMITS.

It shall be unlawful to discharge any firearm within the City limits of the City of Eden Valley, except that the Chief of Police of the City may issue special permits for specified times to residents to use firearms to control animal pests when no better means is available.

(Prior Ordinance 3.302.)

901.030. EXEMPTIONS.

Nothing in this ordinance shall be construed to embrace the firing of any gun, pistol or other firearm when done in the lawful defense of person, family or property or in the necessary enforcement of law.

(Prior Ordinance 3.303.)

901.040. PENALTY.

Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a fine of not more than three hundred (300) dollars or by imprisonment for not more than ninety (90) days, or both. (Prior Ordinance 3.304.)

902.020. AN ORDINANCE CONTROLLING NAUSEOUS REFUSE AND PROVIDING FOR THE PRESERVATION OF PUBLIC HEALTH. (Prior Ordinance 13.2.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

902.020. NAUSEOUS REFUSE.

It shall be unlawful for any person, persons or company or corporation to maintain, keep or dump nauseous refuse within the City limits so as to annoy or cause discomfort to other residents of the City.

(Prior Ordinance 13.201.)

902.020. COMPLAINTS.

Any person wishing to make complaint of an alleged violation of 902.010, other ordinance or state law shall make said complaint to the City Board of Health, who shall investigate said complaint within a period of twenty-four (24) hours. The Board shall then rule on the complaint and take necessary action. (Prior Ordinance 13.202.)

902.030. PENALTY.

Any person, persons, company or corporation violating any provisions of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not more than three hundred (300) dollars or by imprisonment for not more than ninety (90) days, or both. (Prior Ordinance 13.203.)

903.000.  AN ORDINANCE PREVENTING MINOR CHILDREN UNDER THE AGE OF EIGHTEEN (18) YEARS FROM BEING ON THE STREETS AND OTHER PUBLIC PLACES AFTER 10:00 P.M. 
           (Prior Ordinance 14.1.) (Amended 4/6/94)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

903.010. CURFEW, HOURS.

(Prior Ordinance 14.101.)

903.010. Subdivision 1.

No parent or guardian shall permit his or her minor child under the age of eighteen (18) years, unless accompanied by an adult, to be walking, running, standing, sitting, lying down or wandering upon any of the streets, highways, parks, sidewalks or other public places within the limits of the City of Eden Valley (unless the same be necessary and permitted for a good and legitimate purpose), after the hour of 10:00 p.m., or before the hour of 6:00 a.m.

903.010. Subdivision 2.

No minor child under the age of eighteen (18) years, unless accompanied by an adult, shall be walking, running, standing, sitting, lying down or wandering upon any of the streets, highways, parks, sidewalks or other public places within the limits of the City of Eden Valley (unless the same be necessary and permitted for a good and legitimate purpose), after the hour of 10:00 p.m., or before the hour of 6:00 a.m.

903.030. Subdivision 3.

No owner or operator of a place of business shall allow a minor child under the age of eighteen (18) years, unless accompanied by an adult, to be or remain upon his premises (unless the same be necessary and permitted for a good and legitimate purpose), after the hour of 10:00 p.m., or before the hour of 6:00 a.m.

903.020. PENALTY.

Any person violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not more than three hundred (300) dollars or by imprisonment for not more than ninety (90) days, or both. (Prior Ordinance 14.102.)

904.000. AN ORDINANCE RELATING TO EXHIBITION DRIVING.

(Prior Ordinance 16.5A.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

904.010. EXHIBITION DRIVING PROHIBITED.

No person shall turn, accelerate, decelerate or otherwise operate a motor vehicle within the City of Eden Valley in a manner which causes unnecessary engine noise or backfire, unnecessary squealing of tires, unnecessary skidding, unnecessary sliding, unnecessary swaying, unnecessary throwing of sand or gravel, or at any time or under any circumstances do a power turn (one hundred eighty (180) degree turn) or in any manner simulate a race or racing conditions.  Squealing or screeching sounds emitted by tires, or the throwing of sand or gravel by the tires shall be prima facie evidence of a violation of this ordinance. (Prior Ordinance 16.501.A.)

904.020. PENALTY.

Any person convicted of violating this ordinance shall be guilty of a petty misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine of not more than one hundred (100) dollars. (Prior Ordinance 16.503.A.)

905.000. AN ORDINANCE PROHIBITING PARKING ON CITY STREETS DURING AND AFTER FALLING AND/OR BLOWING SNOW. (Prior Ordinance 16.5.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

905.010. DEFINITIONS.

(Prior Ordinance 16.501.)

905.010. Subdivision 1.

"Vehicle" means any motorized or non-motorized vehicle including, but not limited to, automobiles, trucks, motorcycles, buses, recreational vehicles, snowmobiles and trailers.

905.010. Subdivision 2.

"Block" means the entire length of a roadway between its intersections with other public streets or between its intersections with a public street and the termination of the roadway.

905.010. Subdivision 3.

"Roadway" means that portion of a street between its curbs, or between the outer edge of its shoulders whether such portion is constructed of concrete, asphalt or gravel or any combination thereof.

905.020. PARKING PROHIBITED.

No person, firm or corporation shall park or permit to be parked any vehicle within any block of any public street when, within the preceding twelve (12) hours, falling or blowing snow or a combination of falling and blowing snow has accumulated to a depth of three (3) inches or more at street level anywhere within that block.  Provided, however, that parking shall be permitted within any block of any public street where not otherwise prohibited whenever the entire length of roadway of such block has been cleared of snow from curb to curb or in the case of streets without curbs, between the outer edges of the shoulders of such street.  Any vehicles parked in violation of this ordinance shall be towed away at owner's expense.

(Prior Ordinance 16.502.) (Amended 1/18/89)

905.030. PENALTY.

Any person convicted of violating this ordinance shall be guilty of a petty misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine of not more than one hundred (100) dollars. (Prior Ordinance 16.503.)
906.000.  AN ORDINANCE REGULATING SOLICITORS, PEDDLERS AND TRANSIENT MERCHANTS WITHIN THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY, MINNESOTA.

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

906.010:  DEFINITIONS TC "Section 61.01:  DEFINITIONS" \f C \l "3" .  The following terms are defined as used in this Ordinance:


Subd. 1: Transient Merchant. Any Person selling, or attempting to sell or dispense any goods, products or merchandise, either as principal or agent from a building or lot which he or she occupies as a tenant or under a lease for a shorter term than six (6) months, or from trailer, tent, portable trailer, empty store front or railroad car who do not remain or intend to remain in any one location for more than fourteen (14) consecutive days.

Subd. 2:  Peddler.  Any Person selling, attempting to sell, offering or dispensing any goods, products or merchandise or going about from place to place carrying the goods or products for sale and delivery. The term peddler shall mean the same as the term “hawker”.

Subd. 3:  Solicitor.  Any Person going from place to place offering or attempting to obtain goods, products or merchandise or services for which delivery or performance shall occur at a later time or to collect donations. Any Person taking orders to be filled by goods delivered to the purchaser from other states in the original package shall not be included.

906.020:  LICENSING TC "Section 61.02:  LICENSING" \f C \l "3" .


Subd. 1:  License Required.  No transient merchant shall sell or offer for sale any good, product, merchandise, service, or attempt to do any business in this City without obtaining a license from the City Clerk/Treasurer.

Subd. 2:  License Application.  Application for a license shall be made to the City Clerk/Treasurer on a form the City provides, which may include the following information:

a)
The name of the applicant and all persons associated with him or her in that business;

b)
The type of business for which the license is desired;

c)
In the case of transient merchants, the place where the business is to be carried on;

d)
The length of time for which the license is desired;

e)
A general description of the thing or things to be sold;

f)
Address and telephone number of applicant's permanent residence;

g)
Proof of any County license needed;

h)
The applicant's present place of business along with its address and telephone number;

i)
The applicant's places of residence for the last five (5) years.

j)
Any other information the City requires.

Subd. 3:  Fees.  Application and license fees shall be as established in City Fee Schedule.

Subd. 4:  Procedure.  Upon receipt of the completed application and payment of the license fee, the City Clerk/Treasurer shall, within two regular business days of receipt,  determine if the application is complete and shall inform the applicant of any necessary information which is missing. The Clerk shall review the application and order any investigation, including background checks, necessary to verify the information provided with the application. Within ten regular business days of receiving the application, the City Clerk/Treasurer, shall determine whether or not to issue the license. If the Clerk approves the application, the Clerk shall issue a license to the applicant. If the Clerk rejects the application, the applicant shall be notified in writing of the Clerk's decision, the reason for the denial, and of his or her right to appeal the denial by requesting, within 20 days of receiving the Clerk's notice of rejection, a public hearing before the City Council within 20 days of the date of the request. The final decision of the Council following the public hearing shall be appealable by petitioning the Minnesota Court of Appeals for a Writ of Certiorari.

Subd. 5:  Duration.  Each license shall be valid only for the period specified in the license.

Subd. 6:  License Not Transferable.  Licenses issued under this Ordinance shall be non-transferable.  No refunds shall be made on unused portions of licenses except upon resolution of the Council. Each person engaged in the business of vending or peddling goods shall secure a separate license.

Subd. 7:  License to be Carried.  All licenses issued under this Ordinance shall be carried by the licensee or conspicuously posted in his or her place of business and the licensee shall whenever requested show the license to any officer or citizen who demands to see the license.

906.030:  INELIGIBILITY FOR LICENSE TC "Section 61.03:  INELIGIBILITY FOR LICENSE" \f C \l "3" . The City Clerk may deny a license if:

Subd. 1:  The applicant fails to obtain and show proof of any required County license.

Subd. 2:  The applicant fails to truthfully provide any of the information the City requested as a part of the application, to sign the application, or to pay the required application fee.

Subd. 3:  The applicant has been convicted within the past five years from the application date for any violation of any Federal or State statute or regulation, or of any local ordinance, which adversely reflects on the Person's ability to conduct the business for which the license is being sought in an honest and legal manner or that will not adversely affect the City resident’s health, safety and welfare.  Such violations shall include but not be limited to: burglary, theft, larceny, swindling, fraud, unlawful business practices, and any form of actual or threatened physical harm against another Person.

Subd. 4:  The applicant has had a license or permit issued to the applicant for conducting business as a peddler, solicitor, or transient merchant revoked within the past five years.

Subd. 5:  The applicant is determined to have a bad business reputation. Evidence of a bad business reputation shall include, but not be limited to, the existence of more than three complaint(s) against the applicant with the Better Business Bureau, the Attorney General's Office, or other similar business or consumer rights office or agency, within the preceding twelve months, or five such complaints filed against the applicant 

906.040:  SUSPENSION AND REVOCATION TC "Section 61.04:  SUSPENSION AND REVOCATION" \f C \l "3" .  

Subd. 1: The City Council may suspend or revoke any license issued under this Section for violation of any of the following:

a)
Fraud, misrepresentation, or incorrect statements on the application form.

b)
Fraud, misrepresentation, or false statements made during the course of the licensed activity.

c)
Conviction of any offense for which granting of a license could have been denied under Section 906.030.

d)
Any Violation of this Ordinance.

The suspension or revocation of any license issued for the purpose of authorizing multiple persons to conduct business as transient merchants on behalf of the licensee, shall serve as a suspension or revocation of each such authorized person's authority to conduct business as a transient merchant on behalf of the licensee whose license is suspended or revoked.

Subd. 2:  Notice. Before revoking or suspending any license issued under this Ordinance, the City shall provide the license holder with written notice of the alleged violation(s) and inform the licensee of his or her right to a hearing on the alleged violation. Notice shall be delivered in person or by mail to the permanent residential address listed on the license application, or if no residential address is listed, to the business address provided on the license application.

Subd. 3:  Public Hearing. Upon receiving the notice provided in Subdivision 2, the licensee shall have the right to request a public hearing. If no request for a hearing is received by the City Clerk/Treasurer within ten regular business days following the service of the notice, the City may proceed with the suspension or revocation. For the purpose of mailed notices, service shall be considered complete as of the date the notice is placed in the mail. If a public hearing is requested within the stated time frame, a hearing shall be scheduled within 20 days from the date of the request. Within three regular business days of the hearing, the City Council shall notify the licensee of its decision.

Subd. 4:  Emergency. If in the discretion of the City Council, imminent harm to the health or safety of the public may occur because of the actions of a transient merchant licensed under this Ordinance, the Council may immediately suspend the person's license and provide notice of the right to hold a subsequent public hearing as prescribed in Subdivision 3 of this Section.

 
Subd. 5:  Appeals. Any person whose license is suspended or revoked under this Section shall have the right to appeal that decision in Court.

 TC "Section 61.05:  REGISTRATION" \f C \l "3" 906.050:  PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES TC "Section 61.06:  PROHIBITED ACTIVITIES" \f C \l "3" .  No peddler, solicitor or transient merchant shall conduct business in any of the following manners:

Subd. 1:  Calling attention to his or her business or items to be sold by means of blowing any horn or whistle, ringing any bell, crying out, or by any other noise, so as to be unreasonably audible within an enclosed structure.

Subd. 2:  Obstructing the free flow of either vehicular or pedestrian traffic on any street, alley, sidewalk, or other public right-of-way.

Subd. 3:  Conducting business in such a way as to create a threat to the health, safety and welfare of any Individual or the general public.

Subd. 4:  Conducting business before 8:00 a.m. or after 9:00 p.m.

Subd. 5:  Failing to provide proof of license or registration, and identification, when requested; or using the license or registration of another person.

Subd. 6:  Making any false or misleading statements about the product or service being sold, including untrue statements of endorsement. No peddler, solicitor, or transient merchant shall claim to have the endorsement of the City solely based on the City having issued a license or certificate of registration to that person.

Subd. 7:  Remaining on the property of another when requested to leave, or to otherwise conduct business in a manner a reasonable person would find obscene, threatening, intimidating, or abusive.

906.060:  EXCLUSION BY PLACARD TC "Section 61.07:  EXCLUSION BY PLACARD" \f C \l "3" .  No peddler, solicitor, or transient merchant, unless invited to do so by the property owner or tenant, shall enter the property of another for the purpose of conducting business as a peddler, solicitor, or transient merchant when the property is marked with a sign or placard at least three and three-quarter (3-3/4) inches long and three and three-quarter (3-3/4) inches wide with print of at least forty-eight (48) point in size stating “No Peddlers, Solicitors, or Transient Merchants,” or “Peddlers, Solicitors, and Transient Merchants Prohibited,” or other comparable statement. No person other than the property owner or tenant shall remove, deface, or otherwise tamper with any sign or placard under this section.

906.070:  EXEMPTIONS TC "Section 61.08:  EXEMPTIONS" \f C \l "3" .  This Ordinance shall not apply to:

a)
Sales under Court order;

b)
Any bona fide auction sale; 

c)
A sale at wholesale to a retailer dealer;

d)
Sale of farm or garden products by the person producing them;

e)
Any person selling or attempting to sell any goods, products or merchandise or personal property at wholesale to a retailer of the items being sold;

f)
Any person who makes initial contacts with others to establish a regular customer delivery route for perishable goods and dairy products or anyone delivering the same;

g)
Garage, rummage or estate sales; multi-person bazaars and flea markets.

h)
Any person exercising their State and related Constitutional rights, unless it is incidental to a criminal activity;

i)
A non-profit organization under federal tax law; or

j)
A school or school-sponsored organization.

906.080:  PENALTY TC "Section 61.09:  PENALTY" \f C \l "3" .  Any Person violating this Ordinance shall be guilty of a petty misdemeanor upon the first offense and a misdemeanor upon the second and subsequent offenses.  Each day a violation exists shall be a separate violation. Fines for violations are as established by the City Council in Administrative Offense Penalties.

906.090:  REPEAL.  All ordinances or sections of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed, and in the event any provision of this ordinance is declared unconstitutional or held invalid it shall not affect the remaining section of the ordinance.

907.000. AN ORDINANCE DEFINING NUISANCES AND PROHIBITING THEIR CREATION OR MAINTENANCE. (Prior Ordinance 17.2.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

907.010. PUBLIC NUISANCE DEFINED.

A nuisance is a thing, act, occupation or use of property which:

(Prior Ordinance 17.201.)

907.010. Subdivision 1.

Shall annoy, injure or endanger the safety, health, comfort or repose of any member of the public.

907.010. Subdivision 2.

Shall offend the public decency.

907.010. Subdivision 3.

Shall unlawfully interfere with, obstruct or tend to obstruct or render dangerous for passage, a lake, river, stream or a public park, square, alley, street, sidewalk or highway.

907.010. Subdivision 4.

Shall in any way render the public insecure in life or in the use of property.

907.020. PUBLIC NUISANCES AFFECTING HEALTH.

(Prior Ordinance 17.202.)

907.020. Subdivision 1.

The keeping or harboring of bees or permitting them to be kept or harbored within five hundred (500) feet of the property line of any other property owner, except when such bees are completely confined within an enclosed building.

907.020. Subdivision 2.

Carcasses of animals not buried or destroyed within twenty-four (24) hours after death.

907.020. Subdivision 3.

Accumulations of manure or rubbish.

907.020. Subdivision 4.

Privy vaults and garbage cans which are not fly tight.

907.020. Subdivision 5.

Pollution of any well, cistern, stream, lake, canal, or body of water by sewage, industrial wastes or other substances.

907.020. Subdivision 6.

All noxious weeds or other rank growths upon public or private property.

907.020. Subdivision 7.

Dense smoke, noxious fumes, gas and soot, or cinders, in unreasonable quantities.

907.020. Subdivision 8.

Offensive trades and businesses as defined by statute not licensed by the City as provided by law.

907.030. PUBLIC NUISANCES AFFECTING MORALS AND DECENCY.

The following are hereby declared to be nuisances affecting public morals and decency. (Prior Ordinance 17.203.)

907.030. Subdivision 1.

All gambling devices, slot machines and punch boards.

907.030. Subdivision 2.

All houses or vehicles kept for the purpose of prostitution or promiscuous sexual intercourse, gambling, houses of ill fame or bawdy houses.

907.030. Subdivision 3.

The selling, dealing in or giving away of indecent or obscene pictures, books, pamphlets, magazines or newspapers.

907.030. Subdivision 4.

The public use of profane or obscene language. 

907.030. Subdivision 5.

Betting, bookmaking and all apparatus used in such occupations. 

907.040. PUBLIC NUISANCES AFFECTING PEACE AND SAFETY.

The following are hereby declared to be nuisances affecting public peace and safety. (Prior Ordinance 17.204.)

907.040. Subdivision 1.

All snow and ice not removed from public sidewalks within twelve (12) hours after the snow and ice has ceased to be deposited thereon. 

907.040. Subdivision 2.

All trees, hedges, billboards or other obstructions which prevent persons from having clear view of traffic approaching an intersection from cross streets located within twenty (20) feet of the corner of the lot nearest the intersection.

907.040. Subdivision 3.

All limbs of trees which are less than eight (8) feet above the surface of any public sidewalk, or nine (9) feet above the surface of any street.

907.040. Subdivision 4.

All wires which are strung less than fifteen (15) feet above the surface of the ground.

907.040. Subdivision 5.

All buildings, walls and other structures which have been damaged by fire, decay or otherwise to an extent exceeding one-half (1/2) of the original value, and which are so situated as to endanger the safety of the public.

907.040. Subdivision 6.

Obstructions and excavations interfering with the ordinary use by the public of streets, alleys, sidewalks, or public grounds.

907.040. Subdivision 7.

Any use of property abutting a public street or sidewalk or any use of a public street or sidewalk which causes large crowds of people to gather, obstructing traffic and the free use of the streets or sidewalks.

907.040. Subdivision 8.

All hanging signs, awnings and other similar structures over the streets or sidewalks so situated as to endanger public safety. 

907.040. Subdivision 9.

All dangerous, unguarded machinery in any public place, or so situated or operated on private property as to attract children or the public.

907.040. Subdivision 10.

All other conditions or things which are liable to cause injury to the person or property of anyone.
907.040. Subdivision 11.

1. Any noise from the operation of business, tools, machinery, equipment, musical devices or otherwise, between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. which reasonably annoys or interferes with the comfort or repose of any member of the public.  All evidence as to the existence of such noise and its impact upon the public shall be relevant.

2.
Any noise occurring after 10:00 p.m. and before 6:00 a.m. and is deemed to violate the noise standards set forth in NPC 1 or NPC 2 of the MPCA noise pollution rules, copies of which are incorporated herein by reference.     

3.  Any noise from the operation of musical radios or players, in             

       or out of motor vehicles, which reasonably annoys or   

       interferes with the comfort or repose of any member of the 
       public.  (Amended 12/16/98)
907.050. DUTIES OF OFFICERS.

The Health Officer shall enforce the provisions of this ordinance with reference to nuisances affecting public health.  The Police Department shall enforce the provisions relating to nuisances affecting public morals and public safety, and shall assist other officers in the enforcement of this ordinance. Such officers shall have the power to inspect private premises and take all reasonable precautions to prevent the commission and maintenance of public nuisances.             

(Prior Ordinance 17.205.)

907.060. ABATEMENT.

Whenever the officer charged with enforcement determines that a public nuisance is being maintained or exists on premises in the City, the officer shall notify in writing the owner or occupant of the premises of such fact and order that such nuisance be terminated and abated.  The notice shall be served in person or be certified mail.  If the premises are not occupied and the owner is unknown, the notice may be served by posting it on the premises.  The notice shall specify the steps to be taken to abate the nuisance and the time, not exceeding thirty (30) days, within which the nuisance is to be abated.  If the notice is not complied with within the specified time, the enforcing officer shall report that fact to the Council.  Thereafter, the Council may cause the nuisance to be abated by the City. 

             (Prior Ordinance 17.206.)

907.070.  RECOVERY OF COST.             

(Prior Ordinance 17.207.)

907.070. Subdivision 1.

Personal Liability.  The owner of premises on which a nuisance has been abated by the City shall be personally liable for the cost to the City of the abatement, including administrative costs.  As soon as the work has been completed and the cost determined, the City Clerk shall prepare a bill for the cost and mail it to the owner.  Thereupon the amount shall be immediately due and payable at the office of the City Clerk.

907.070. Subdivision 2.

Assessment.  If the nuisance is a public health or safety hazard on private property of the accumulation of snow and ice on public sidewalks, the Clerk shall, on or before September 1 next following abatement of the nuisance, list the total unpaid charges along with all other such charges as well as other charges for current services to be assessed under Minnesota Statutes, Section 429.101 against each lot or parcel to which the charges are attributable.  The Council may then spread the charges against such property under that statute and other pertinent statutes for certification to the County Auditor for collection along with current taxes the following year or in annual installments, not exceeding ten (10), as the Council may determine in each case.

907.080. PENALTY.

Any person convicted of violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be punished by a fine of five hundred (500) dollars or imprisonment for not more than ninety (90) days, or both. (Prior Ordinance 17.208.)

908.000.  AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE IDENTIFICATION AND REMOVAL OF TREES INFECTED WITH DUTCH ELM OR ANY OTHER DISEASE DEEMED TO BE A HAZARD OR NUISANCE.             (Prior Ordinance 17.3.)

Pursuant to authority granted by M.S.A. 18.022, Subdivision 6, and M.S.A. 429.101, the City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain: 
908.010.  IDENTIFICATION OF DISEASED TREES. The identification of trees suspected of being diseased shall be carried out by an authorized representative of the Department of Natural Resources, or authorized City personnel.         (Prior Ordinance 17.301.) 

908.020. NOTIFICATION OF OWNER.

Written notice shall be given to the owner of any trees found to be diseased. This notice shall state that the property owner shall have ten (10) days from the date of the notice to remove and properly dispose of all diseased trees located on his property.  All removal and disposal costs shall be the responsibility of the property owner.  

(Prior Ordinance 17.302.)
908.080. REMOVAL BY THE CITY.

Should the property owner fail to remove and dispose of diseased trees within the prescribed time of ten (10) days, the City shall remove and dispose of said trees.  All costs incurred by the City for removal and disposal shall be assessed to the property owner.

  (Prior Ordinance 17.303.)

908.040. COLLECTION OF UNPAID REMOVAL AND DISPOSAL BILLS.

Each charge levied pursuant to this ordinance is hereby made a lien upon the corresponding property, and all such charges which are more than thirty (30) days due on September 15, and have been properly billed to the owner of said property, may be certified by the City Clerk to the County Auditor between the tenth and fifteenth days of October of each year.  The Clerk, in certifying such charges, shall specify the amount, the description of the property and the name of the owner.  The amount so certified shall be extended by the County Auditor on the tax roll against such property in the same manner as other taxes, and paid to and collected by the County Treasurer along with other taxes.   (Prior Ordinance 17.304.)

909.000.  AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE STORAGE OF ELM WOOD, INCORPORATING AGENCY RULES AND REGULATIONS, AND PROVIDING A PENALTY FOR THE VIOLATION THEREOF.  (Prior Ordinance 17.4.) 

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

909.010.  REGULATIONS ADOPTED BY REFERENCE. Sections 1.0109 through 1.0111 of Minnesota Code of Agency Rules, Department of Agriculture, Shade Tree Program (1978 Edition) together with amendments thereto to date, are hereby adopted by reference and made a part of this ordinance as if set out here in full, except as hereinafter provided.  A copy of said agency rules herewith incorporated is on file in the office of the City Clerk.    (Prior Ordinance 17.401.)

909.020. STORAGE OF ELM WOOD.

The stockpiling of bark bearing elm wood within the City limits of the City of Eden Valley shall be permitted during the period from September 15 through April 1 of any given year.  Any such wood not utilized by April 1 of any year must then be removed and disposed of as provided by this ordinance and the regulations incorporated thereby. (Prior Ordinance 17.402.) 

909.030. SUPERSEDES CONFLICTING ORDINANCES.

Where the provisions of this ordinance conflict or are inconsistent with any other ordinance of the City, the provisions of this ordinance shall supersede except in instances where one regulation is more restrictive shall apply and control.  (Prior Ordinance 17.403.)

909.040. PENALTY.

Any person who shall violate any provision of this ordinance shall, upon conviction thereof, be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be subject to a fine of not to exceed three hundred (300) dollars or imprisonment of not to exceed ninety (90) days, or both.           

  (Prior Ordinance 17.404.)

910.000. ORDINANCE REGULATING DEAD TREES ON PRIVATE PROPERTIES.             

      (Prior Ordinance 17.7.)

The City Council of the City of Eden Valley do ordain:

910.010. REMOVAL OF DEAD TREES. 

No person shall maintain upon his property, whether private or otherwise, any dead trees.  If any dead trees shall exist upon private property, it shall be the responsibility of the landowner to remove said dead trees within thirty (30) days of notice ordering said removal served in writing and by mail upon said landowner by the City Clerk of the City of Eden Valley.

910.020. REMOVAL AND ASSESSMENT BY CITY.

In the event that any landowner shall fail to or refuse to remove such dead trees within said thirty (30) days after notification to the landowner that such dead trees shall be removed, the City Council may order City employees to remove said dead trees.  In the event that the City Council shall, through City employees, remove such said dead trees pursuant to this Ordinance, the cost of said removal may be levied as an assessment against the landowner's real estate or, in the alternative, the City may bill said landowner and collect said bill by normal process of law.  

910.030. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This ordinance shall become effective and be in full force and effect from and after the date of publication of this ordinance in the legal newspaper for the City of Eden Valley.  Passed by the City Council of the City of Eden Valley, Meeker & Stearns Counties, Minnesota, this fifth day of March, 1986.  

911.000. AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING PROCEDURE FOR THE COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL OF GARBAGE AND RUBBISH WITHIN THE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF EDEN VALLEY AND PROVIDING FOR LICENSING AND REGULATIONS RELATING THERETO. The City Council of the City of Eden Valley does ordain:

911.010. DEFINITION.

For the Purpose of this Ordinance, garbage and rubbish are defined to include refuse of all kinds, both organic and inorganic, which accumulate in the ordinary operation of the household, including all putrescible wastes, animal offal, the carcasses of dead animals, grass trimmings, ashes, tree branches, leaves and other refuse small enough to go into a 33 gallon garbage can, but specifically excluding human excreta, sewage, and other water-carried wastes. Also excluded are all non-putrescible wastes such as rocks, earth, sand, gravel, sand, brick, stone, plaster, wood and other similar substances which may accumulate as a result of construction or demolition operations.  For the purpose of this ordinance recyclables will be defined on a periodic basis by the City Council of Eden Valley.

911.020. PURPOSE.

The purpose of this Ordinance is to maintain and protect the public health and sanitation of the residents of the City by the removal of garbage, rubbish and recyclables from residents and business places in the City of Eden Valley and to prevent the unregulated and unrestricted hauling of garbage, rubbish and recyclables by other means than through the garbage and rubbish collection system established by this Ordinance so as to eliminate the dispersal of garbage, rubbish and recyclables along the streets, roads and other properties in and near the City of Eden Valley.

911.030. COLLECTION BY THE CITY.

All garbage, rubbish and recyclables accumulated in the residences in the City shall be collected, conveyed and disposed of by the City or by its duly authorized contractor.  No person shall collect or dispose of any garbage, rubbish or recyclables accumulated from any residential premises in the City other than his own except the City or its designated contractor.  All recyclables shall be placed in the recycling containers provided by the City.
911.040. GARBAGE, RUBBISH AND RECYCLABLE CONTAINERS.

911.040. Subdivision 1.

Garbage and rubbish containers shall be equipped with suitable handles and tight-fitting covers, and shall be watertight. 

911.040. Subdivision 2.

Recyclable containers will originally be supplied at no cost to all the residences in the City.  Only the containers supplied by the City for recyclables shall be used.  Cost for replacement of containers will be charged to the customer.

911.050. STORAGE OF CONTAINERS.

Except on days scheduled for collection; garbage, rubbish and recyclable containers shall be stored out of view of the public street and on the day of collection shall be made readily accessible to the collector, within 10 feet of the curb line of the public street.

911.060. COLLECTION PRACTICES.

911.060. Subdivision 1.

Frequency of collection.  Garbage and rubbish shall be collected at least once each week and recyclables shall be collected at least once every two weeks according to a schedule to be determined and notice shall be given by the City, or by its duly authorized contractor, from time to time.

911.060. Subdivision 2.

Limits on quantity.  There shall be no limit as to quantity so long as all garbage, rubbish and recyclables are placed in appropriate containers.  The customer shall be charged a reasonable fee for any garbage and rubbish quantity which exceeds or is in excess of the agreed weekly maximum.

911.060. Subdivision 3.

Refuse and Recyclable Collection Service Defined.  The refuse  and recyclable collection service shall be considered a public utility furnished to the residents of the City either by direct City involvement or by contract, and in the event of non-payment of charges which have been properly billed and are more than thirty (30) days delinquent, the City may certify the charge to the County Auditor for collection with other real estate taxes.  The owners of rental property and apartments shall be responsible for charges made for the refuse and recyclable collection service to each rental unit served and charges which become delinquent shall be certified by the City Administrator to the County Auditor for collection with other real estate taxes.

911.070.  STORAGE OF GARBAGE AND RUBBISH. 

No person shall place any garbage, rubbish or recyclable in any street, alley, or other public place or upon any private property, whether owned by such person or not, within the limits of the City of Eden Valley, unless it is in a proper container for collection; nor shall any person throw or deposit any garbage, rubbish or recyclable in any stream or any other body of water.  Any unauthorized accumulation of garbage, rubbish or recyclable on any premises is hereby declared to be a nuisance and is prohibited.  No person shall cast, place or deposit anywhere within the City any garbage, rubbish or recyclable in such a manner that it may be carried or deposited by the elements upon any street, sidewalk, alley, sewer, parkway, or other public place or into any occupied premises or unto the premises of another person.

911.080. DISPOSAL OF DEMOLISHED STRUCTURES.

The City or its designated contractor shall charge a fee which the City deems fair and reasonable for the disposal of refuse originating from demolished structures from within the City of Eden Valley.

911.090. GRIEVANCES.

Any resident having a grievance relating to refuse collection service within the City and wishing to be heard shall state their grievance in writing and submit a copy to the City Clerk who shall call the grievance to the attention of the City Council at its earliest meeting date.  The City Council shall pass on all grievances.

911.100 PENALTY.

Any person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction thereof shall be punished by a fine of not more than $200.00. 

911.130. EFFECTIVE DATE.

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after it passage and publication according to law.

911.140. REPEAL.

All ordinances or sections of ordinances inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed, and in the event any provision of this ordinance is declared unconstitutional or held invalid it shall not affect the remaining section of the ordinance. Adopted by the Council of the City of Eden Valley this 5th day of July, 1989.
